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The importance  
of early awareness 
If your dog urinates more often, in smaller amounts,  
in unusual places or if you have noticed signs  
of discomfort during voiding, then your pet may be 
suffering from a urinary tract infection (UTI).

What causes 
urinary tract infections?
UTI is one of the most common disease in dogs. 
Infection occurs when bacteria (most often E. coli) 
travel up the urethra into the bladder, adhere  
to the bladder wall, multiply and flourish. When  
your dog is diagnosed with a UTI, an antibiotic 
treatment is required.  

Recurring urinary tract infections 
can be frustrating
Is your dog susceptible to recurring UTIs? Treatment 
will cure the current infection... until the next one 
occurs. In the long run, prevention is the best option 
to promote urinary tract health and reduce the risk of 
your dog getting yet another infection.

 

What if we could  
promote urinary tract health?
In addition to your animal’s discomfort and potential 
treatment related side-effects, multiple urinary tract 
infections means multiple courses of antibiotic 
treatment for your dog. This can increase the likehood 
of bacterial resistance. 

Going the cranberry way
UTIs in women are most often associated with E. coli, 
and cranberry products have been used for many 
years to help prevent them. Today, clinical studies  
have demonstrated their benefits in humans.  
Now with Paxon™, we can use this knowledge to help 
dogs with UTIs.

How do cranberries  
work so well to support 
urinary tract health?
The kind of polyphenols specific to cranberries, called 
A-type proanthocyanidins (PACs), have been found  
to induce changes in the structure of the E. coli 
bacteria that render them unable to attach to the 
bladder wall. 

Therefore, instead of flourishing in the bladder,  
the bacteria are simply flushed away with urine 
(see illustration).

Less adhesion reduces the risk of infection.
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
